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LIVING SIKHI IN MODERN BRITAIN

Living as Sikhs in modern Britain is both a blessing and a responsibility. We are
fortunate to have the freedom to wear our Dastaar, keep our Kesh, and gather
openly in our Gurdwaras. However, alongside these freedoms come challenges
— workplace pressures, social media influence, and the desire to fit into
mainstream society.

Guru Nanak Dev Ji gave us a timeless path for every generation:

“urfg wfe fag ggg e Il 57 avg usrzfo Afe I1” (Ang 1245)
“Those who earn by honest work and share with others, O Nanak, have found
the true path.”

In UK workplaces, Kirat Karni means working with honesty and integrity, even
when no one is watching. It means fairness in leadership, respect for
colleagues from all backgrounds, and standing firm in ethical decisions. When
Sikhs are recognised for reliability, professionalism, and strong moral
character, we are truly living Sikhi.

For our children and youth growing up in British schools and universities,
maintaining Sikh identity can sometimes feel challenging. Wearing a Dastaar or
Kara may invite questions. Yet our distinct identity was given by the Guru to
stand for courage, equality, and justice.

“Recognise all of humanity as one.” — Guru Gobind Singh Ji

In a diverse and multicultural country like Britain, this teaching is especially
powerful. Sikhi teaches us to respect all faiths while remaining confident and
grounded in our own.

Even in our busy daily routines, spiritual connection is essential:

“faufs frufe ay weg” (Ang 262)
“Remember Him in meditation, and you shall find peace.”

Whether commuting to London, managing work responsibilities, or preparing
children for school, even a few moments of Simran each day can bring calm
and clarity.

Living Sikhi in modern Britain extends beyond the Gurdwara walls. Supporting
local food banks, helping neighbours, participating in interfaith initiatives, and
contributing positively to society are all forms of Seva. Our actions should
reflect the Guru’s message of compassion and service.

Let us live in such a way that people in Britain recognise Sikhs not only by
appearance, but by honesty, humility, seva, and courage.
