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BABA DEEP SINGH JI — THE SAINT-SOLDIER

Baba Deep Singh Ji is one of the most respected martyrs in Sikh
history. Born in 1682 in Amritsar, he was a great scholar, warrior,
and a true example of a saint-soldier.

He learned Gurmukhi and Sikh scriptures from Guru Gobind Singh Ji
himself and later helped in writing copies of Guru Granth Sahib Ji.
At the same time, he trained in swordsmanship and horse-riding.

At age 75, Baba Deep Singh Ji led a Jatha of brave Sikhs to defend
Sri Harmandir Sahib, which had been desecrated by Afghan forces.
Even after being mortally wounded in the neck, it is said that Baba
Ji held his head with one hand and his sword with the other,
continuing to fight until he reached the parkarma of Harmandir
Sahib.

His sacrifice reminds us of the Sikh spirit of courage, devotion, and
standing for righteousness — no matter the cost.
